COURSE OUTLINE

Prerequisites: None
Course Description:

Considers race and ethnicity as social constructs that deeply affect our personal experience and
our social institutions. Examines the relationships of racial and ethnic groups with each other
and with the larger society, and the ways in which these relationships are constantly changing.
Explores the experience of different groups and examines ideas of racial justice and equality.
Introduces significant theoretical approaches to the study of race and ethnicity.

Students will be introduced to useful skills for sociological analysis and interpretation. Students
will strengthen skills in interdisciplinary studies and global awareness.

e Develop a better understanding of their cultural background and how that perspective
influences their perceptions of the world.

¢ Understand the issues of diversity related to ethnicity, race, gender, sexual orientation,
disability and socio-economic status through the course readings and discussion.

e Develop a greater understanding of and respect for ways of thinking, feeling, living and
expressing spirituality that may be different from their own.

e Develop an understanding of social and economic conditions that promote prejudice, racism,
discrimination and segregation.
