No previous riding experience is necessary, 
but a good sense of balance is required. 
 

Course Description 
This course is not eligible for financial aid. Studies principles and basic skills of motorcycle riding with an 
emphasis on safety. Includes street strategies, protective gear, and selection and care/maintenance of 
motorcycles.

Course Outcomes 

At the completion of this course, the student should be able to: 

• Know what to wear, start and stop a motorcycle, understand motorcycle controls and basic motorcycle 

operation 

• Understand street strategies to avoid trouble and stay safe 

• Maneuver a motorcycle in tough situations:  Swerving, avoiding collisions, special situations, lane 

changes, passing, and avoiding hazard 

• Perform straight-line riding, turning, shifting and stopping, cornering, braking and swerving 
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• Pass a knowledge and a riding skills test at the end of the course. Passing these two tests earns the 

student a Motorcycle Safety Foundation Completion Card and a Virginia Class M2 licensing waiver, 

subject to VA DMV license requirements.
